        The tour will begin at the Lower Base Dump, Lower Base Refuse Transfer Station, and Marpi Landfill - courtesy of the CNMI Department of Public Works Solid Waste Division.  Staff will present an overview of the CNMI’s efforts to close the dump, which is located along the shoreline, and the opening and operation of a new facility to properly address solid waste disposal and recycling.  The tour will continue with a visit to the Bird Island and Forbidden Island Marine Protected Areas (MPAs) - courtesy of the Department of Lands & Natural Resources Division of Fish & Wildlife.  Staff will present an overview of the development and restrictions in the MPAs.  Please bring comfortable walking gear, sunblock, and a hat.  Also bring your camera!
